Dear Madam:

The American Federation of Labor's report on the Argentine
labor movement, publisghed in today's Times, constitutes a grave
denunciation of the totalitarien regime that Mr, Peron has the
audacity of setting up menacingly in this Hemisphere, just through
with ite fight against Hitler and Mussclini.

To continue ignoring or minimizing this eituation is the
equivalent of initiating a policy of appeasement that will be for
the Americas as deplorable as the preceeding ocne was for FEurcpe.

Before it is too late, before this regime has totally subjugated
what is still left of freedom in Argentina, before its deliberately
confusing and insidious campaigns should be followed by its :
neighbore and reach in its resl aim the United States itself, those
who have devoted their livee to serve democracy, freedom, and peace
- like yourself - must put on the scale the weight of their leadership.

To keep silent at this point is not only worthless, it ie
dangerous, No nation on earth, no matter how noble its antecedents,
or how great ite convictions and virtues, may be considered immune,
The defense of the United States does not reet, nor may it rest,
exclusively on the atomic bomb, in its airforce, in ite industrid
power, It also rests in the truth of its cause, in the efficiency
of ite own system, in the respect that its sincerity inspires in
the peoplee that are solidary with the American people.

Demoecracy in Latin Americe, democracy in Argentina, is possible,
ae it is in the United States. If not, this system has a fundamental
shortocoming and the United States will be left alone in his demcoratic
roeition and finally lose perhaps its own demoeracy.

Your late husband's memory, which is an imperative mandate,
the position you have in front of the American people, and your
participation in the United Nations, point to you a clear path,
Tollow it through. Do not be afraid of a supposed intervention in
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PFthe offairs of encther country. Truth and justice have no frontiers
in cur times, Do not fear to hurt the rride of the Argentine people.
hese pecple sre frightened and ashamed, They need you. They need

ithe understanding, the confidence, the goliderity, of the democratic

forces of the world.

"The United States endeavore to malntain 1t-
selfl entirely free from foot-and-mouth dis-
ease through the enforcement of strictregulan-
tions governing the importation of animala,
aoimnl byproducts, or materiml that may be
the meane of introducing the wirus of foot~
and-digease, To occomplish this upon the
few ocoaslons when the disease Las been found
in thie country, i1t has been completely eradi-
oated by the drastic slaughter method, The
purpose of the ccoporative program between the
United Statea and Kexloo is to accomplish the
same thipg in that country, Therefore, the use
of medicino in the hope of curing affected
animals 18 oot doemed amdvisable under present
conditions prevalling in the two countries,”
