Thank you for your l etter of January 16 . I have been ~eaning to 
·Nrite to you deily, but have postponed it for ooth physical and 
psycholoeica~ reasons . 

'(here is no question but tnat ira e Department of St ate can have 
your reply transl ated i nto Spanish . But Uuna Leo, Whom I consulted 
about one aspect of the letter to wh i ch your let ter is a reply, 
su6eost s -- and I aeree with her entirel y - - that thoy wi ll ~ro 
arontly appr eciate a l etter from you l n ~nclish . They have writ t en 
to you i n thei r own ~an8Uaco , and will l i ke n reply in~ your •wn. 
Bedides, as ~una poi nts out, t hey douotless will frame your 
reply and hang i t beside the portrait of your husband and tho 
fln g of t he Uni t ed ~totes , and thus peopl e will l••e to stand 
there and try to puzzl e out the English . She says Archibald 
~acLeish receives ~ousands of letters in Spanish, and ol ways 
answers i n En$lish, even th rout h he talks freely in Spanish 
with those who do not •1ant to speak ~:.ng11sh; they pay him the 
compJ)~,nt or ex?ectinc h i m to know thei r l anguage, and he 
pays~ compliment of expeotinc t hem to know his . It al l boil s 
down to their feelinc that it woul d be a more personal letter 
if written i n En$lish . But , of course, I con cot the transla-
tion made if you still want lt . 

'!'here are t wo ot.'>ler points concernln:: your reply tha t I th i nk 
i mportant . They reques t a pi cture or you to hanc beside that 
of your husoand . ¥ou do not memtion this request i n your repl y . 
I oo not know whether this was deliberate, or whether you di d not 
fully under s tend the Spanish , Both Muna and I think you should 
s end t h em a pict ure or yoursel~ - - au t oer aphed -- despite your 
personal tl i slilce of pictures . In any case, you should ~ 
them for the cooplioent of wantinb your pic tur e , even if you cannot 
bring yourself to send one, end should explain why you are not 
sendine one . But ooth Muna and I feel t hat it would be a mi s-
take not to send one . 

They also request your ass i stance in gettinr, a motor truck and a 
motion picture "!!18ch1ne" (I a Gs ume they mean a proJector , but nm 
not sure) . !loth b~una nnd I reel that you should not i gnore this 
request , but a l so tha t you should not ment i on speci f ically their 
request (lest others , re4di ng th e framed letter , p,et t he idea 
of maki ng such requests of you) , but should answer i n sooe I ~ 
vnr;ue te'Mns such as , "Wi th regard to your other requeat, I J t r>Vv4 

rw~et that lh ere is no way for me to be pf personal assi stance, 
but I am sendinc a copy of your l etter to the United St ates Am-
bassador i n Uruguay1 and I hope th"t the 
Cultural R~lations a ttache will be able to cooperate in some 
way. " For example, th.iough tho ambaeaador or t he cultural r ela­
tions s ttache mi i'Jlt not be abl e t o help them y,et a motor t r uck, 

i t is pos si ble tha t they aight ass i s t i n a cquiring a moti on pi otur• 
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pro"ect~, if that is what they want . 

It is interesting to me that they not only named the school for 
your "unfor~ettable and lamented husband," but also considered 
the fact worthy of an anniversary celebration . 

If you deciae to have the letter copied to send to th e u.s. 
Ambassador , could you please have a carbon made and send it to 
me? I am keeping as much of the evidence a,s I can of the 
de vo tion of the people of the other American Republics to 
the President . I 'd have it copied myself if I had a typi9t, 
or t he ene"gy in typing to do it myself -- with your consent, 
of cours e . 

Sooe time a go, one John Sebastian, who plays tho harmonica , 
telephoned me from the Stat.Ler here to ask if I knew whether· you 
would be in .. ashington soon . I told hi m I cl1d not know for sure , '­
bu t t:ot t h e i dea you woul d not be llere again this month, He and :af. 
his accompanist are un•ler the mi.Ulallement ol' Columbia '-oncerts, Inc . , 
and he wan t s to make e. tour of Italy, r iving 20 to 30 appearMces, 
tho proceeds of wh ich are t o r,o to buy medical supplies for 
I talian chi l dren . He hopes to have the trip sponsored by some 
medical supply concern or group of them, But he seems to be 
having trouble wi t h getting "clearanc•" from the Department of 
St ate , He thou~pt you miront be able to suggest aome people to 
see , He never made it clear enough tQ me just .,hat he we.nts 
you do , but I told him that, whenever I wr~te to you, I would 
tell you what you told me, and so I am now so doing . He said 
he is to be here at the Statler, rloom 840, unti l Jenuary 23, 
anti then will be in !lew Y0 r k until February 5 , at 23 Bank St ,, 
CH- 3-1891 . I know nothinG about the man, although t~e name 
seemed a little famili a,~:...-- maybe just becaus e Sobastian is a . 
common name in Spanish,,maybe, he said, because he once was 
abovt to make a Latin American tour under OIAA auspices , but 
"somethine happened, " I know nothing about any OIAA connao-
tions with h3m. 

I have been eett1ng out and around a lot, and also, some days, stay­
ing in to try to cure the cough, which is not serious but just 
ennoyi ng . I had a very rough experience after I left you, and 
wa l ked to "our" apartment , But I am aeain staying here - - for 
how long, I cannot tell , I think I'll go to Puerto Rico soon, 
and I hope I can see you beforehand. Likewise, I ' m applying for 
a job with the Caribbean Commission, which haa its headquarters 
in Trinidad. , 
I am keeping your l etter to Mr. Alcala , and the stationery, i n 
case you still want it translated as it h . When I hear your 
dectaion, I'll return the enclosures - - I ~ean , the rest of the 
enclosures , as I am now returning tho origi nal l etter from Lw. 
Alcala.
