My dear Mrs. Roosevelt:

Thank you for your note of December 3 and the material which you
enclosed for my information.

Mrs. Emily H. Sawtelle, whose letter you forwarded to me, was em-
ployed by the Society for Applied Anthropology to type the mammseript
of a book called "The Hopi Crisis®, which has been prepared under the
Joint auspices of that Society and the Office of Indian Affairs. After
undertaking the work, Mrs., Sawtelle became displeased about the arrange-
ments under which she was working and decided to discontinue her ser-
vices on this project, She apparently is not in sympathy with the type
of research work embodied in "The Hopi Crisis®, and consequently wrote
mtmmummmaw. stating her views on the
matter,

Since there are many conflicting opinions re the adminis-
tration of Indian affairs in this country, it is inevitable that the
course chosen by the Indian Service would not meet the approval of every
individual. Although it is regretted that Mrs. Sawtelle does not ap-
prove of the research on Indian culture and education, this series of
studies, of which "The Hopi Crisis"™ is ome, has proved valuable in the
understanding of Indian affairs since its inception some five years ago.

Your thoughtfulness in referring the communicatien to this Depart-
ment is very much appreciated.

The Netherlande Embasey, Washington, D.C., & check for $214.00
with the request that the money be used tp purchase underclothes
and work clothing for transportation %o the village of Schoondl ke,
The Netherlande. We are notifylng Natlonal War Fund of thie re-
queet, so that the check, which 1e& made out to American Rellef

for Holland, may be cleared for thie purpose, We will repert

to you as soon ae the projlect le implemented and, strikes per-
mitting, these essentlal goodes go overseas.

We have recelved from Dr. H.F. Eschauzler, Firet Secretary, '

You will be interested to know that we have been able to
obtain help for a number of Netherlande communities by developing
their "adoption" by American communities. MNotable are the
"adoptions" of Enschede by Memphis, Tenn.; of Tiel by Richland,
Washington; of Middelburg by Bard College; of Afferden by Otesego
County, New York; of Noordwyk by the Alpha Di Delta Sorority;
of Dordrecht by the schoole of Baker County, Oregon; of Boxmeer
by Luling, Texas; of Deventer by Schenectady; and of Mheer by
Pekin, Illinoles.

Customarily we arrange for contacte between Dutch Burgo-
master and American Mayor, local Dutch newspapers and local Ameri-
can newspapere, Dutch families and American families. The re-
sulte lnclude conelderable quantities of clothing shipped to the
Duteh towns, through our agency, the "adoption" of Dutch families
by American, and, what ie equllls helpful, the inauguration of
friendly correspondence between Dutch and American families and
indivlduale. Memphie and Enschede have developed especially
heart-warming projJecte and have not only helped people in The
Netherlande, but have created many international friendeshipes.

Thank you for your note of 15 Ogtober. The consignment for
Schoomdijke is packed and ready to ship, and we believe it will be going over-
seas vithin the next 10 dsys. We will, of course, motify the pedpls there, so
that they will be prepared to take over when HARE, at Robterdam, reports the
arrival of the comsignment .

Anything you might care to do, through your newspapsr contacts,
to suggest the adoption of Dutch communities, churches, institutioms and
families by their Amsrican counterparts, and to smoourage correspondence with
Dutch people, would be directly helpful. For imstance, we have a lestter from
H.W. Pirsng, Director, Vereniging Voor Internationssl Jeugdverkeer (Netherlands
Asmociation for International Youth Contmct), Eapenburg 45, Leiden, Holland,
expressing a desire to establish comtacts with 10,000 American boys and girle
for purpose of promoting correspondence between Iutch and Americsn youth of
15 to 2% years of age. Letters semt to this organizatiom will be turmed over
to Dutch young people for reply. Such letters comtribute greatly to Dutch
morale and usually lead to really thrilling correspondence friendships. The
Dutch are lomely, and any word from American friends gives them a tremsndcus

life.
