This is in response ta your request for the opinion of the
American Red Cross on the proposal received from the Bolivian Red

Cross, regarding an International Treaty for the Frotection of
Children.

Coples of the proposed treaty im which Dr, Ticheuer is per-
ticularly interested, I understand have been pent to a number of
people in the United States, When the Americen Red Cross was
asked to comment om it, a letter was written to the Bolivian Hed
Cross indicating that the members ¢f our staff were lmpressed with
the humanitarian mgtives which were basic to the idea of the treaty
and that they believed all civiliszed peoples would give warm sup-
port to the ideals emphasized, Howeyer, they foresaw difficultles
that would have to be overcome before the ideal could be realiszed,

At present there are no internationel Conventions or Treaties
which protect civilian populatioms in time of war., O(me refereance,
in Dr. Tichauer's letter, is made to the protection afforded sadults
gver 14, under the classifigation of Priscners of War, The protec-
tion, however, ip only extended to military Prisoners of War, It
is pxpected that new conventions for the protection of civilians in
time of war will be proposed at forthcoming internaticnel meetings
of the Red Cross and at future diplomatic conferences, A nmumber of
suggestions and recommendations aleng these lines are now being con-
gldered.

There 1s some gquestion in our thinking as to whether it is
practical in time of war to deal with the segregation of children
only, It is generally felt that it would be much mors practical te )
deal with the civilien population as & whole and in the comyention
to emphasize the aged and children, - 1.(
