PAUL: This ia just a rough first memo, I am 
going to write a longer mamo later. 

Earl7 in the conference at the President's office 
toda7 I said that it was difficult, if not impossible, 
to have an alternative program in the sense of combining 
Social Seourit7 and oampulsorr savings. The insurance 
or annuit7 plan of the President's was really an adjunct 
of the campulsorr saving feature. 

At the end of the conference it was necesaar1 to 
reach a final decision, The Seoretarr raminded the 
President that he had said he would decide, and he 
add, "Yea, • 

I then showed the President the memorand1111 JDade at 
a previous oonterenoe in the President's handwriting, 
and it wae explained to him that there were r eall7 onl7 
two alternatives. The President thereupon deci ded to 
take the oampuleor1 saving alternative with hie insurance 
annuity gadget thrown in. 

The President then said that we could end the 
statement - the Secretary's statement- with a general 
plea on behalf of Social Security, saying that he favored 
it and hoped the Congress would aoon enact it.

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B.M. JR: You aake it stronger. At the end the 
President said, -rou can make a statament for additional 
revenue for Social Security. • Be didn ' t e&f anything -
what he said at the end was that we could make a plea -
he said a general plea - for additional revenue for 
Social Security. 

YR. PAUL: I didn't hear him say "addi tional revenue . • 

B.M.JR: Let me see if I understand the thing. We 
will forget about the rates and everything else . We 
propose a tax with a refund, and in that refund you han 
the option of taking on insurance. 

liR. PAUL: That ie right. 

B.Y.JR: And if you don ' t take it, you are going t o 
get seventy-five percent back. And then he said at the 
end - I am repeating mfself - that I could make the plea 
for increased Social Security revenue.

Halbach' a accounts blocked . You may recall that Mr. Halbach ,, 
nas the President and majority stockholder in General [)ye- ' 
stuff Corporation, the sales agency for General Ani l ine and 
Film Corporation , and that the Alien Property Custodian 
vested all the company' s s tock on our recommendation last 
year. Since that time Mr. Halbach' s personal funds have 
remained blocked by the Treasury, although we have been 
under a substantial amQUllt of pressure from time to time 
to release them. 

The Congressman apparently has had some difficulty in 
reconciling our position i n this matter with the fact that 
the Alien Property Custodian is using Mr. Halbach in a very 
respon.sible position in General [)yes tuff. I told him· that 
in my jud~ent the two things could not be reconciled; that 
we had recommended t o the Cus todian that he vest the [)yestuff 
stock partly because of Mr . Halbach ' s background and long­
continued connection with I. G. Farben, and because we felt 
he was holding his st ock for the Germans ; that we had looked 
upon the vesting as a necessary cond.i tion precedent to the 
elimination of Mr. Hal bach 's influence in the company; and 
that we would not undertake to enumerate or evaluate the 
considerations that have apparently led the APC to keep him 
on (since v~. Crowley or some of his aides are obviously the 
ones to do that) . 

Be asked me whether we would adhere to our present view 
if the Alien Property Custodian requested us to unblock Yr. 
Halbach's accounts , and I told him that we would be very 
glad to consider any representations the Alien Property 
Custodian might make to us in this connection, but that so 
far we have had nothing f rom his office on the matter. 1 
also indicat ed that in the present state of the record 1 
would strongly favor keeping Ur.

It was, in fact, seriously 
considered in r efer ence to the one-cent piece but 
rejected for the r eason, priaarily, that the conee­
quent reduction in weight would render the coin unfit 
for uee ln serchandiling aachinee: the eaae conditione 
would apply in regnrd to the tin-cent pi! ce. Tou aay 
recall that the l egislati on which authori!ed the 
change of alloye for • t nor coins carried a provieion 
that when the physical propertiel of the coins were 
be ing deterained upon, consideration ehould be given 
to their adaptability to coin-oper at ed devices. 

Steel with a coating of zinc is not a desirable 
aaterial for coinage and wna adopted tor the one-cent 
piece f or the eole reaaon t hat t here wae no other 
available. All other aetale which would lend thea­
eelvee t o the neceeeary proceeelng, and plaetice aa 
well, were critically needed tor wnr purpcsee. It ie 
underatood with the Var Production Board that when 
the call upon the copper reeourcee for ara~ent re­
quireaentl il .ufflciently ~ased an allotaent will be 
granted the Mint peraitting a r eturn to the bronze 
alloy vi\h which the country ie faalliar . Ve are 
contlnutna our dtecueeionl with thil Board and hope 
to find before •ery long a eolution to this problea.

TREMENDOUS NAVAL LANDING CRAFT PROGRAM 
MADE POSSffiLE RECENT INVASIONS 

As thousands of Allied landing cratt swarmed towards the shores of 
S!cUy, Italy, Attu, Klska and Renclova during the past few weeks, one or the 
most complex construction programs In the history of Navnl shipbuilding 
reached Its cllmnx. Never before had a building task of such magnitude 
been attempted In such a brief period of time. 

In tho current offensives scores of giant tank landing ships •• LST's .. 
wera used for the first time In combat operations. Loss than 20 months 
previously, these craft had exlstw only In the minds of Allied Military 
and Nav:ll experts. 

Hundreds of large Infantry landing craft -- LCI(L)'s -- were used. 
Strat2glcal necessities first had required the development of this Aftlp 
16 months ago. 

That sufficient landing craft were ready to more than fulfill the operatlona 
requirements set down by the Allied Joint Chiefs of Stllff Is a tribute to the 
hundreds of thousands of Amerlca.n workers -- men r.md women - · who faced 
seemingly Impossible schedules and met them on time, and to the hundreds 
of Nnval designers, design agents, planners and coord inators who all 
cooperntcd In this gigantic effort. 

One main factor made possible the success of this program -- the 
enthuslrulm of all concerned for getting the job done. Every workman making 
eny part what!')ever concerned with the landing craft program WP.S Informed 
that he was ' ·:lclping to make Invasion boats.'' 'Jhc Importance of each 
part to the effort as a whole was exphlned. The Importance of "inVP.Sion 
boats" to the United Nations' military efforts was obvious. Enthusiasm 
surged forward tho program. 

Simultaneously, the press and radio of the Nation, for months 
recognizing wh:lt was developing a-;);1 Its fundamental r elntionshlp with 
str.<ateglcet operntlonal plans, m!lintalned a strict voluntary censorshlp. 
As the program developed and security considerations permitted, certain 
portions were unveiled for the general public. The success of the entire 
effort was made possible by the cooperation of all. Having been In action 
With the enomy, the full story of the development of those landing craft · · .n 
now can be told. 

During the winter of 1935-1936 the Bureau of Construction and Repair, 
later part of the Buroau of Ships, Initiated designs of various types of 
persor.ncl landing craft, to be carried in bont davits on troop transports and 
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~Ubry vessels, :utd to be used for landing troops nnd cargo where 
f~cUitlcs wvrc unav:~U:~blc. The first of these cr:llt were tested 1n the 

FD.ll of !,;36. 

A long period of t esting, development and Impr ovement ensued during 
which tho design effor t s of privnte Industry were utUized to the fullest extent, 
and these effor ts ultlm:~tely Jed to tho standardized models , LCV " Landing 
Craft, Vehicle" ; LCP, " Landing Cr llft, Personnel" and LC R, " Lnndlng 
Craft, Rubber ," large numbers of which subsequently wer e or der ed. The 
LCV's nod LCP's wore developed from the Eurck:l model of Higgins Industries . 
New Orleans, Louis inna. 

About the same time, In !936, tho Navy undertook the development of 
"tank llghtJrs." DebUed plans for the fir st expcrlmcnt:U type, designed to 
c:~rry one light Mnrlne Corps tank, to bo:u:h In sh:illow w::ttcr :md to permit tho 
bnk to run 'lShore over a ramp, wer e completed In June, 1937, and this lighter 
W:IS tested In l:utdlng exercises one yonr Inter. 

During the following long period of t esting Md developing this tU!k lighter, 
It bec~mo npp:u-cnt, as war clouds gathered, th'!t the role of tho medium t:mk 
would be lncrco.slngly impor t:ult. The LCM(3) , "Landin(! Cr llft Mechanized 
(Mark m)" accor dingly w::ts developed. The well-dock type , d<!s lgncd by 
Higgins Industries , was ::tdoptod :~s the standnrd modo! LCM, nnd 'l large 
number wor o order ed. 

By the htter half of 1941 it was :~pparcnt that pr ovis ion nlso must be 
made for cnrrying and beaching heavy tanks . To do this It was necessary 
to develop n t:~nk Jlghtcr , lnrger than any pr cvlously concolv£<:1 , which would 
be complotcly s onworthy and capable of crossing vast ocoan areas under its 
own propulsion, for it would be imposslb13 to !:lunch such vessels from other 
ships as wa.s done with all s m:Uier landing crllft. 

The Britlsh, who had an extensive landing cr'l!t program of their own, had 
r eached simU:u- concl>asions , and In Nov.:mbcr, l'J41, a small delegation from 
the British Admiralty :u- r lved In this country to work with the N:lVy 
Department on the preliminary design of large lo.ndlng craft and to arr ange, 
under the terms of the t bee' r ecently enacted Lend Lease Act, for the 
construction of such cr aft In the United States . 

1\s r esult of these confer ences It was ngread th::tt the Bureau of Ships 
should develop the LST, " Landing Ship, Tank, " a giant vessel to be capable 
of lranspor tlng and land ing hundreds of tons d tllnks . The new ship had 
to meet two design conditions: it hP.d to be seawor thy , cnpnble of crossing 
vast ocean dlsto.nccs , hence n deep draft was needed under certain conditions; 
secondly, it had to per mit direct tank landing operations, hen:e a s hallow 
draft wo.s needed under other conditions. 

During the meetings with the British the Il!'T(5) , Inter LCT (6) , " L:md­
lng Craft, Tank (Mark v or VI)," also was developed. Tho LCT was planned 
as an Intermediate landing cr aft, s maller th"lll the LST and hrger than the 
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which could be c:u-r lad to the zone of opcrntlons on car~;o ships 1n 

sections of limited weight, or on the decks of LST's, could trnnsport 'a 
moderate number of tnnks or other equipment , could lnnd on very shallow 
bc~chcs and could offer the advantage of dispersal. 

At that tlmo, one month before this country entered tho w:~r, the 
Brltl!lh felt th!lt thes e landing craft, In addition to their own developments 
:md the standard American models, would fulfill the needs of their then 
plc.nn~d Combined Operations on tho Continent of Eur ope. 

Having tho bas ic problem boforc them, Offlcars of the Design Division 
of tho Bureau of Ships Immediately began deter mination of the major char­
lctortstlcs of these vessels, their speed, displacement, cruising radius, 
~rmamcnt, lo:1d carrying capacity, structural strength, stabUity, major 
lrrlllgement features, charactertstlcs for seaworthiness and so forth. 

tests were rushed at the Navy's David Taylor Model Basin, 
Wnshlngton, D.C., wher e propulsion requirements under different sea 
conditions wore verified. 

Development of tho LCT was comparatively easy. This craft Is en 

outgrowth of an early, flush-deck type LCM. A bow ramp, lowered as the 
ship Is beached, s erves as a brldgehesd for dispersing tanks close behind 

Hrst wave of assnult troops to reach enemy be::~chcs. The most com­
pm:<u<::o fnctor In planning the LCT was that of allowing for Its shipment In 

sections. .. 
In contrast, however, development of the LST necessihted the utUlzatlor 

of principles entirely new to Nnval shlpbuUdlng. In November, 1941, the 
LST was first sketched on paper. In October, 11142, acceptlnce trials wer e 
hold for the first complet.:~d vessel. Prlmar Uy designed as nn nssault vessel, 
fully capable of cros~lng any seas or ocean under Its own pow<Jr , tho LST 
al3o has been utlliZ<..'d !or carrying cargo, gasollno and ammunttlon. The 
l.ST also Is used for ' transix>rtlng smaller landing craft ovcrscns. 

As soon as the b:LSIC designs for these ships had been developed In all 
fundnmtntals by the Bureau of Ships, as outlined above, design ngcnts were 
apoolnted, Glbbs and Cox, Incorporntod, New York City, for the LST; the 
N"w York Shipbuilding Cor poration, Camden, Now Jersey, and tha Manitowoc 
Sh:pbuUdlng Comptlny, Manitowoc, Wiscons in, for tho LCT. At tho same 
time, shipbuUdors who wer e to r acolve contracts for the construction of 
those vessels were called 1n tho Bureau of Ships, shown the basic plans and 
~xplnlned the tremendous task that was to be assigned them. 

Soon after the construction of LST' s n.nd LCT!'s was stnrtod, In May, 
1942, t1n urgent dispatch w:JS r eceived from tha British outlining needs for 
n larger type of Infantry landing craft. This dlspntch led to the development 

of LCI(L). 

One month after receiving the Initial dispatch , the preliminary design 
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w3S completed and building contracts ho.d been awarded. In October , 1"42, four 180 
months l!!ter, the first LCI(L) was completed, and Bur cnu of Ships Officers 
7ttn~sscd the flrst be!lchlng tests th:rt s:rme month. 

Tho New York Shipbuilding Corporation, Camden, Ne-w Jersey, s er ved 
3S tho d::slgn ngent for the LCI(L). 

Faced with definite deadline require ments set down by the Joint Chiefs 
of Staff, the Bureau of Ships was forced to abnndon rul customary procedure 
tor "awnrdlng Government contro.cts o.s pr eliminary orders were rushed 
out through verbal conversations, telegrams nnd brief o.lr mailed lett~rs. 

The Navy's bo.slc shipbuilding program, alrondy lncre:~Sed substo.ntlally 
over the tremendous effort started In July, 1940, was In full swing. Every 
av:~Uo.blc fo.cillty was In use. The landing craft program was super imposed 
on ill the NSt. 

No?w sources of shipbuilding had to be found. In many Instances the 
lhvy turned to heavy Industries along the Inland wo.torways, like former 
brldg:: builders, experienced In working with Iron and steel products but 
totnlly Inexperience~ In the lntrlcnclcs of ship construction. 

~ Z:::::::e; fo.cilltles were constructed pr!lctlcally overnight In former corn 
In V:lCO.nt lots nnd In other properties along rivers 'Uld Inland 

lstrcan'!. Thousands of p.:.oplc who never before h'ld built ships, most of 
had s.;,~n a combatant No.v~l ship, were hired, ,.Uickly 

. Some contrnctors, laclrlag l,u\ldlngs , s tar ted 
tGnts as the program rushed !orwo.rd In Its onrly 

EvJn the tremendous new facility construction program, however , was 
r.ot enough to meet the Invasion craft deadlina. Fnced with a growing scarcity 
of materials, mor e facUlties wer e needed lmmadlo.tely, so ways building 

built for other Naval construction efforts, like tM destroyer escort 
prognm, were us.;d to fill the even more urgent needs !or landing craft. 

In partlculnr, three East Coast U.S. Navy Yards, at Boston, New 
ond Phllo.dolphlll, and the Newport News Shlpbulldln.g Comp3lly, N:rnport 
VIrginia , all experienced builders of Naval vessels, turned part of 

th~lr enor mous facllltlcs to building lo.ndlng craft with tho result that the 
progr:~m was given a tremendous lmpcws. 

Th~tl~o.Commlsslon ass isted by contracting for ond super vising 
the construction of lo.ndlng cr:Ut In cer tain y::~rds pnrtlclp:'Ltlng In this 
Nations's vast mer ch:>.nt shipbuilding program. 

As a whole, however, such shifts wer o of n comp:~ratlvely minor natur e, 
for the Nnvy's lnndlng cr:tft progr:~m was faced with the fundnmentru that other 
war progrnms wer e to be di:Jrupted to the minimum degr ee possible In achiev­
Ing Its ovm goals . In the N:Uion's forw,.rd pl::um!ng of the m:~terlals situation,

the need for Invasion boats of the numbers and types nocdod and at the time 
rc<lutred could not have been antlclpatad. 

Faced with tho same growing materials scarcity Increasingly meeting 
all war programs, It was found that dell very of cerhln hndlng craft was 
being delayed by production hold-ups of ccrtllln parts, s eemingly unimportant 
1n thcmselv<Js, but vital to the completion of the enUre ship. 

In mld-1942, ther efore, the Bureau of Ships organt!cd !or the landing 
craft program a Materials Control Agency, with headquarters In N~w York 
City. This Agency provided the most complete materials coordinating 
system ever achieved by any Naval shlpbuUdlng program. 

At the urgent request of the Bureau of Ships, without profit or 
favor to Itself, the Bethlehem Steel Corporation provided a number of key 
men tor the Materials Control Agency. These men, given full lluthorlty 
by the Bureau, quickly formed an organization of s everal hundred persons 

work In cooperation with the Naval Inspection Service throughout the 
country with the sole job of tracing bottlenecks and expediting production 
of parts for the lanc!lng craft program. 

Through the work of this agency cogntzant officers In tho Bureau of 
Ships who should?redllthe production r esponslbUity for the landing craft 
program knew every week the exact status of every part for every vessel, 

It Is co.nsldered that the LST program alone Involved over 1,700 
l ou1rchas~ orders covering millions of unit pieces, the size of this coordln::ttlng 
effort Is apparent. Single bottlenecks, down to the last subcontractor, 
were located. Through the cooperation of all, In the vast major lty of cases 
they wore quickly broken. 

Eventually It was found that despite tho efforts of the Materials Control 
/.gency, certain parts could not be obtained In time becausa of previous 
priority commitments, With the cooperation of the War Production Board, 
the Navy was given tho right of Issuing overriding priority orders for 
materials needed for the landing craft program. 

Despite the fact that the landing craft program totailed more than one 
bUllon dollars, less than four million dollars worth of equipment - - only 
three- fourths of one per cent of the purchase orders -- was procured by use 
of the Navy's right of ovarrldmg priority. 

As the ships wer e turned over to tho Government by the various. 
building yards , organizations were set up to take deliveries. For del~erles 
of all ships of 105-fect and larger from the Inland yards a landing cra!t 
ferry service was organlzad under the dlre<:t supervision of the District 
Coast Guard Office, st. Louis , Missouri. From throughout tho Nation landing 
Craft gradually converged to the Naval Oper ating Bases from which started tha 
vast convoys overseas. Naval landmg craft are still converging for future 
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The "ntlr~ program was one In which no mistakes wer o porn: ltted. The 
basic des igns had to bo correct for ther e was no time to thoroughly test. They 
h~ to bo slmplo for mass production was ncedc.d . The design o.gents hed to 
do tholr tasks right. Tho load yards and the builders hlld to como through on 
schedule. Tho ontlro gigantic effor t went forward on tho basis of mutual 
telth In uccorr.pllshment. It was s uccessful oocauso ovory p:u-tlci]XUlt did 
his job, did It successfully and did It on time.

You have beard the stories of how England moved her 

factories out into the green fields of the countryside, 

and built whole aircraft plants underground so the 

Gercans could never reach them with bombs. You have 

heard the stories .of bow the Russians loaded factory 

after factory on freight ears and moved them a thousand 

miles - behind the Ural !.fountains - so that they ro uld 

go on producing without }nterruption. 

Here in the United States we too have a wartime 

industry far inland - m~tions plants, armament plants 

and shipyards a thousand miles and more from any coast. 

This plant of the ( ) Company on the 

Ohio River is an example. In the shops here, and 

floating on the broad river, are scores of strange, im­

mensely important craft which the Navy calls LST's . 

The initials, _ 1ST, stand for Landing Ship- Tanks. 

The story of our LST' s is the story of why we shall win 

this war. For t he LST's are a product of the ingenuity, 
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·the nimble faculty for meeting a situation as it comes 

up, ~hich are typically American. These landing ships 

represent the best kind of American cleverness. 

V~en Mrs . Roosevelt was visiting the islands of 

the South Pacific last week, she met a soldier 11ho was 

cleaning a Japanese gvn be and his friends bad captured. 

She asked him if be thought our men were as good 

soldiers as the Japs. He ansy;ered that our boys were 

better . Mrs . Roosevelt asked him why he thought so. 

lie replied - and I quote - "If they are ordered to do 

something, and anything turns up that would r!'ally be 

a better thing to do, the Jape do not t1ke advantege of 

it because they have never been allowed any initiative. " 

Our soldiers, coming as they do from democratic 

nations, have initiative, and are permitted to use it. 

This kind of thinking characterizes our production 

front, also. These 1ST's, as I say, are an example of 

it.

The two surprise weapons with which Ge rmany set 

out to conquer the world were the Stuka dive bomber and 

the tank. The Stuka soon dived right out ·of the picture, 

but an answer had to be found for the tanks of the German 

Panzer divisions. In the United States we quickly began 

to build tanka of our own - and that , in turn, gave rise

to another problem. How were we to move these heavy, 

cumbersome implements of modern mechanized war to the battle­

fron t? How were we to sail tanka by the tens of thousands 

across the Atlantic Ocean - and across t he Pacif ic? 

Almost over:night, we designed and built ln. great 

numbers these landing ships for tanks , These are the craft 

or invasion. 
The point I am making is that they are ships invented 

!?z the war . 
The Japanese are unable to change their tactics because 

they lack initative . The Germans were unable to cross 

narrow English Channel in their attempted sea invasion of 

Britain, because they relied on ordinary barges which did 

not f it the job. But we of t he United Nations are less 

stodgy in our thought - quicker on our teet . The British 

built an unequalled pl ene for high altitude fighting i n 

the Spitfire . '?!!. built - e.mong other things - these spe­

cially designed lending ships for tanks. 
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They are big enough and powerful enough to cross 

the Atlantic or the Pacific under their own power. 

They hold row upon row of tanks, lined up end ready 

to rumble into action. When they touch the shore, 

the bow of the ship opens, a ramp drops forward and 

oft go the tanks! 

This Ohio River Navy is helping to win the war 

just as surely as are the great batt\eships and air­

craft carriers. \Vhat the LST's have achieved 

already, what they will accomplish from now on may 

well be a source of pr' ide to the men and women who 

make them, at t he Jeffersonville Boat and Machine 

Company in Indiana - the Dravo Corporation near 

Pittsburgh - the Missouri Valley Bridge and Iron 

Company - the American Bridge and Iron Company in 

Pennsylvania and the Chi~ago Bridge and Iron Company. 

(At the Chicago Bridge and Iron Company the workers 

pi tched tents and got to work building ships before 

the plant was even completed! ) 
The success of t he LST building program is only 

one of many such successes on the part of the Navy. 

The United states Navy is now the most powerful 

navy in the world, without exception. 
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Three bitter years ago your llavy, counting vessels 

of every class, could muster a total of barely 1, 000 

ships . Today w~ have more than 14, 000 ships, and soon 

we shall have 18,000 ! 

Three frightening years ago - do you know how many 

planes your Navy had? Fewer than 1800 all told. Today 

the liavy alone -- to say nothing of t.ny other branch 

of our armed forces -- has more than 18,000 planes! 

Let us stop for a moment and think of what these 

ships and planes mean - and what they do not mean. 

With Salerno, the Amer ican people have come of 

ace so far as this war is concerned . No longer do we 

clap our hands like chi ldren, and decide the war is 

won with every minor gain. !lo longer do we fall into 

I despondency

and decide the war is lost with every 

minor disappointment. 

VIe have learned - it took us quite awhile l 

that war is a matter of ups ~ downs; and that none 

of them matter much so long as we inch gradually and 

surely towards the far target; the hear t of our enemy.

Therefore, let us hear with a nod of satisfaction 

that our Navy is now the largest in the world. Let 

us then soberly realize that this is to the good . ind 

let us pass on to the further, grown-up understanding 

that , in ot~ expanded Navy, we have achieved only~ 

of many tools which we shall need in fashioning our 

f i nal vi ctory . 

That final victory will call for not one but 

a series of battles . Nobody knows bow many; but we 

do know that every battle has its losses . 

Since December 7, 1941 we have lost 58 combatant 

vessels of the Navy. We have lost more than 4000 

Navy airplanes . 

With those vessels, with those Navy airplanes, -

with the 4 aircraft carriers, the 9 cruisers, the more 

than 30 destroyers now rusting at the bottom of the 

sea - we lost also young American men whose places 

will never be taken in our land or in our hear ts . 

The Navy, the Marine Corps, and the Coast Guard -among 

them report losses of 10 ,255 men. Another 10,084 

are on the missing list. On the sea alone, more than 

20,000 of our fine American boys are gone . 
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Our losses on land, on sea and in the air are 

bound to increase from now on - in ever mounting 

number the closer we get to Germany in the long and 

costly drive up the Italian peninsula which we are only 

just beginning . 

There will be mounting losses in the Pacific, the 

nearer we approach the evil heart of the octopus that 

spreads its tentacles there- the Island of Japan. 

There will be losses of life and there will be 

losses of materials . 

According to our generals and admirals, that is 

the th~g which sets this war apart from any other -

its enormous costliness in materials. Any fighting 

front is a vast junk yard of wrecked, broken, smashed 

guns , planes and vehicles . 

But we have a choice. 

We can spend material or lives . Let me say that 

again. We ~ spend material ~ !.!!!!· 
We cannot bring back to life one soldier or sailor 

who has lost his life - until now - because we did not 

give him the protection of overwhelming weapons in 

overwhelming measure. 
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Eut we ,2!!! make sure that fewer men r1 ill die from 

~ £!!• ~hat we will spend fewer lives - if you are 

willing to spend more material- which means ' spending 

more money !or bonds with which your Government can 

buy the ma terial. 

Both our enemies - both Germany and Japan - believe 

in spending lives. 

Let them! 

To the Fascist mind, the only life sacred is that 

of the Godlike Fuehrer or Emperor . All other Germans 

and Japanese are sub- human slaves. Their lives count 
drvl"'-~ 

for nothing, except insofar as they serve the ncfld 

leaders . So they can be sacrificed as so much cannon 

fodder - mere blood-end-bones . 

We, thank God, !eel differently about it! To us 

the life of~ man - any man - is infinite in value. 

?lever \'iOuld we willingly risk it in war. 1\'e risk it 

now, we ask that infinite sacrifice now, ·only because 

war bas been thrus t upon us by vile tricksters, cheat s, 

torturers and murderer s who gave us no choice .
