I believe that 1n our State we are proud 

of the record that this State haa made 1n the past few 

rears in the cause of progressive government. I have 

travelled up and down the Unit ed Stat es a good deal of 

late and everrwhere go people ask me about details Of 
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the Government of the State of New York, about what we 

have done in the way of public improvements; what we . 

have done in the way of social legislation; what we 

have done in the wa y of reorganiZing our government and 

cutting one hundred and sixty or seventy department• 

down to eighteen. We are known all over tbe United State• 

for rea l progress, and that . is one" reason that we have 

this tremendous interest in the candidacy in tbe United 

States of tbe man who is principally responsible for 

putting our State on the map, Alfred E. Smith. (Applause .. ) 

People are realizing that it 110uld not be a bad thing for 

the United S tates as a whole . (Applauee.) 

I spent a good many years down in Washington 

after le.ft t be State Senate up here, and I can ·assure 

you . tbat the government of tP& United States needs. re­

organizing and putting on a businesslike basi& juat 1n 

tbe same way that our State Government needed reorganiz­

ing before Governor Smith. took bold of it. And so I hope 

that we are going to look at this election from the point· 

of view of good government, from the point of view of 

prog,ess, and· when we come dOwn to our own State question•

hopeful that two weeks from next Tuesday the people of 

this State are going to vote for more progresa .for the 

handling of their State affairs in a progressive way. 

1 don't believe that we can afford to go back, or even 
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to stand a till for tr.o years. I don't want to see party 

partisanship injected into the Government of thiS State.
