The consensus of opinion is that the attack on the "Greer" may be a
step toward war, though it is not in itself a cause for war. The comuen-
tators appear to have been more shocked by certain aspects of the sinking
of the "Robin Moor", but the immediate reaction to the attack on the
"Greer"is more belligerent,the minority advocating immediate intervention
is larger, and the bulk of editorial discussion considerably greater.
Early reactions to more recent announcements of sinkings resemble reac-
tions to the "Oreer" incident.

The Japanese situation is regarded with some optimism. The commen-
tators are entirely in sympathy with a policy of firmness and feel that
events have already vindicated this attitude.

From the early days of the defense program many commentators have
urged the necessity for a single defense authority., They are again pre-
senting their case in volume, Establishment of the Division of Contract
Distribution has received general commendation, and the majority of the
conmentators stresses the importance of sub-contracting, though many of
them believe that difficulties and delays will inevitably be entailed.

There is general expectation that a new wave of strikes will soon
develop. The commentators are inclined to place advance blame on rising
living costs and on attempts to extend the closed shop.

The total F.Y. 1942 installation engine program called for 25,4066 engines as
of September B. Some 4,760 of these englnes or 19 percent are under contract.

Of the 21,456 tactical installation engines to be procured, 3,410 or 16 per-
cent are under contract. This represents 3,410 heavy bomber installation units.

0f the 4,010 installation engines to be procured for trainers, 1,350 or 34
percent are under contract. This represents 450 primary trainer installation units
and 900 advance trainer installation units.

Acceptance of 2 installation engines has been made against the F.Y. 1942 pro-
gram. These were included with an amphibian purchased from a private owner.

The first tactical installation engine under existing contracts is to be de-

ARMY DELIVERTES UNDER ALL PROGRAMS

There were 157 project airplanes accepted during the first quarter of Septem-
ber. This is normal for the first quarter inasmuch as manufacturers concentrate on
heavier deliveries toward the end of the month.

There were 8 medium bombers and 25 pursults accepted during the first quarter
of September. No deliveries of heavy bombers have been made since the second quarter

of Jul;f-

0f the 310 engines accepted during the first quarter of September, 191 or &2
percent were for installation in combat airplanes.

Allison made delivery of 160 installation engines for pursuits during the
first quarter of September. This is the highest quarter-monthly delivery ever made by
Allison. Total Army acceptances f{rom Allison for the entire month of January were only
§ installation units.

FACILITIES

Receipt of equipment for new aircraft facilities has been slow in comparison
with the progress of construction. Priorities for machinery for these plants, however,
are being carefully watched.

In the month preceding August 15, Packard received no additional machinery
for its new engine plant which is 100 percent constructed but only 32 percent equipped.
Equipping of Govermment Plant No. 2 progressed only about 3 percent during the same
period.

General -- As of August 23, contract awards have been made on all of
the 132 critical and essential quartermaster items under 1941 procurement.

0Of the total
programs of the remaining items, an average of 99 percent has been con-
tracted and an average of 79 percent has been procured; these figures
include CCC transfers.

Contract awards for Deficiency Appropriation programs have been

Contracts -- For the quartermonthly period ended August 23, there
were no appreciable increases in contracted amounts for the items being
procured under 1941 and Defieciency Appropriation funds.

Deliveries -- Deliveries during the period were effected on 69 of 89
1941 items; on 31 of 36 Deficiency Appropriation Items and on 7 of 90
items being procured under 1942 funds.

Schedules & Delinquencies -- Of the 258 basic items being procured
from 1941, 1942 and Deficlency Appropriation funds, 86 are delinquent;
of these 2, are more than 5 percent delinquent.

MOTOR VEHICLES

Contracts - As of August 31, contracts have been awarded for 247,793
vehicles, obligating 327 million dollars of 1941 and 1942 funds. Under
1941 funds, 91 percent of a program of 245,612 vehicles has been con-
tracted and 61 percent delivered. Eighty-six percent of the estimated
1942 program has been contracted with initial deliverles scheduled for

September,

Deliveries -- During the quartermonthly period ended August 31,
deliveries were reported on 2,693 wvehicles.

Nine items remain in the critical group and one in the selected not
yet fully contracted., While all contracts were awarded prior to
June 30, 1941, thelir completion and recording could not be accom=
plished until a later date.

Despite the lag in surgical instruments Ed Weck & Co.,
Brooklyn, N. Y., completed delivery on a contract for 5,000 Rankin-

The completion date required by this contract was September 2, 1941.

FRODUCTION: Analysis of the production and delivery reports received
from the Chemical Warfare Service this week reveal increases in the
deliveries on the majority of the items.

Forty-three per cent of all the "Critical Items" and seventy-eight
per cent of all the "Essential Items™ carried on the expenditure pro-
gram are now one hundred per cent contracted. The Service reports that
the remaining contracts will be placed in the near future.

PROTEETOR COLLECTORS: The Chemical Warfare Service has orders for
3,341 Field Collector Protectors and 8,067 additional M1 Canisters, the
preater per cent of which are to be used in the Panama, Phillipine and
Hawaiian Departments. Additional orders are anticipated by the Service.

The present method of procurement is limited due to the facilities
of mamifacture. Machine tools are necessary for mass production.
Edgewood Arsenal has attempted to obtain these tools with an A-l-e
rating but has met with little or no success. An A=-l-a pricrity rating
is necessary for September delivery.

WHITE PHOSFHORUS: The First Supplemental National Defense Appropriation
Act, Fiscal Year 1942, calls for an expenditure of $1,765,200 for White
Phosphorus, an appropriation for 5,884 additional tons. Previous pro-
gramg totalled 3,084 tons. Chemical Warfare Service also received funds
to purchase 7,663 tons for Ordnance Shell filling.

White Phosphorus is tactleally classified as a screening agent
althoupgh it is used as an incendiary or casualty agent as well. Phos=
phorus is prepared by heating phosphate rock with sand and coke in an
electric furnace. The limiting component is the electrical power.

A copper ahortage in excess of 250,000 short tons is indicated by statistics
of requirements and produstion for 1941. Production of refined copper in the
United States is estimated at 1,475,800 tons, which with an estimated importation
of 147,500 tons makes 1,623,300 tons available for requirements of 1,878,000 tons.
Ample unrined copper reserves in the United States and foreipgn countries are
available, but it will require additional capital and transportation facilities
to expleit them.

Consumption of refined copper was 1,010,198 short tons during the first 8
montha of 1941, If this rate of consumption continues, 1941 consumption will
approximate 1,500,000 tons., This figure, however, may be reached only by the
depletion of producers' stocks of refined copper. Such stocks amounted to only
72,154 tons at the end of Aupust 1941, compared with 142,772 tons at the end of
1940 and 159,485 tons at the end of 1939.

The addition of the large quantities of equipment and ammunition fi-
nanced by the First Supplemental appropriation, F. Y. 1942, to the current pro-

EQUIPMENT

Froduction of the caliber .30, ¥1 rifle (Garand) is to be increased
above 43,000 a month, from about 31,000 currently, as a result of expansion by
Winchester Repeating Arms Company and Springfield Armory. The diagram on page
12 does not reflect this expansion, since revised schedules have not yet been
reported. Fiscal Year 1942 funds have added 442,165 rifles to the program,

Cumulative deliveries of both the 60mm and the 8lmm mortar are ahead
of schedule. A sharp drop in deliveries of 60mm mortars te 162 in August from
1,404 in July resulted partly from the failure of fead Uachinery Corporation to
complete its contract by delivering 311 mortars in pugust.

RESOURCES

The only light tanks now considered a resource are those models s the
M2A4 and the M3, which carry the 37mm gun. Medium tanks i3, which carry the
75mm gun, are a resource, whereas the M2Al mocdel does not carry this gun and is
no longer a resource,

The scout car, model M34l, is the only type considered to be a re-
source. This item has been changed to the essentizl, from the critical category.

AMMUNITION

[ifficulties in the production of 37mm shot and shell are the heat
treating and machining of the shot, the metzl primer, the limited tetryl,
tracer composition and TNT, and restricted loading facilities.

It is planned to replace 90mm AA shell, H.E,, M58 with the M71.
This change consists of different specifications for the forging of the pro=
Jectile. It is expected that outstanding contracts for the M58 type can be
modified to the M7l model,

All efforts by Douglas have failed to produce a satisfactory solution

Ford is producing Pratt & Whitney engines under license for installation
in medium bombers, pursuits, interceptors, and transports. It is 60 units behind
schedule on account of critical shortage of machine tools. This includes tools
for both Ford and Ford subcontractors. Ford has made no deliveries to date but
estimates that it will produce 20 units during September.

Delivery of Wright engines for 1light bombers has been slowed down in
order to give priority for similar engines to the British.

Production of Allison engines for pursuit fighters and pursuit inter-
ceptors continues to be largely limited by the receipt of magnesium accessory
housings. Many of these housings, which are being made by the American Magnesium
Company, have had to be rejected for defects,

Packard delivered 2 of 9 preliminary engines during August. It has suc-
ceeded in obtaining delivery of certain key machines, but is still short 1 Natcos,
2 Healds and 1 seven-inch automatiec tool. Another cause of delay at Packard ia lack
of drills, tapes, dies and other small tools.

Kinner engines for Hyan primary trainers are not accepted directly by the
Army but only as a component of completed Ryan trainers. Delay in production by
Ryan of its trainers, iherefore, conceals satisfactory production by Kinner of
engine installations. Ryan's principal problem appears to be inability to coordi-
nate ite line production.

Delivery date of the first Continental engine for installation in basic
trainers has been again postponed, this time until early in October. The situation
is partially due to preference being given Ordnance models but Continental's ma-
chine tool shortage likewise remains critical. The Production Survey Branch at
Wright Field has been taking action to increase priorities for Continental. The
company cannot obtain adequate delivery promises on its replacement orders for
cutting tools of all types. Delivery promises for seamless steel from the Chio
Seamless Steel and Tool Company to Bohn Aluninum Company, an important Continental
subcontractor, are also still unfavorable.

has extended its operations to Saturdays and Sundays in an
attempt to catch up on its advance trainer installation deliveries which are 324
units behind., Inability to obtain steel deliveries continues to be the major
material shortage. Lycoming also reports difficulty in obtaining delivery of
diamond bores, asutomatic lathes and thread mills.

The Torrington Company, of Torrington, Conneeti-
cut, has gone into this business during the emergency and has pro-
duced a very satisfactory product. However, with all imports from
abroad practically cut off, the combined efforts of these two com-
panies are insufficlent to answer the call from the Army and Navy
and furnish the large requirements for eivil hospitals.

OENERAL

The peograpiical distritution of ordnance awards to industry [or
supplies from 1941 appropriations is shown on the following page. The total
value of these awards is approximately 51,700,000,000, and their volume is
naturally heaviest in the industrial states.

In addition, nearly #900,000,000 of contracts for new facilities,
and close to $1,000,000,000 crders for manufacture by Arsenals and MNew Ord-
nance Facilities, were placed during the fiscal year 1941. These contracts
and crders were penerslly placed in the leas heavily industrialized states.

SLOKELESS POWDER AND THT

The diagrams on page 13 show actual and estimated deliveries of
TNT and smokeless powder, two of the most critical ammunition components.

#11 three producticn lines at the lladford smokeless powder plant
are in operation. It is planned to double this month the actual delivery
of 1,827,233 pounds in August, and to quadruple these dellveries with close
to capacity output this December.

Four of Indiana's six smokeless powder lines have been in opera-
tion since June. Deliverics increased to 5,689,253 pounds in August, and
further increase to over 12,000,000 pounds is planned for December. Opera-
tion of last two lines is expected to begin in Jamuary, 1942, and capacity
production of about 15,600,000 tons, sone montha later.

Iritial operation of the Weldon Spring TNT plant is estimated feor
October 1 and of the Kankakee TNT plant for Octcber 15. Production by
teldon Spring is planned to remain at 1,000,000 pounds a month in October,
November and December, whereas Kankakee deliveries are placed at 800,000
pounds for October, 3,000,000 pounds for November and 6,500,000 pounds for
December. Production has been delayed principally because of equipment.

The TNT diagram on page 13 indicates estimated requirements which
inelude gctual and projected amminition loading schedules and demands by
the Navy, Defense Ald amwmnition, the Engineer and Coast Artillery Corps
and Field Service. Total production in hugust was 2,025,000 pounds, or
about one-third of the 6,331,000 pounds requirements. In Decenber, pro-
duction is planned at 9,425,000 pounds, or more than one-half of the 17,486,000
pounds total recuirements.

AWARDS

Three awards for small observation airplanes have been granted by the
Air Corps. ‘The first, covering four Y0-57's, was made to Taylor Aviation Corpora-
tion, Alliance, Ohio in the amount of $13,400. The second, covering four YO-58's,
was made to Aeronca Alreraft Corporation, Middletewn, Ohio in the amount of $11,300.
The third, covering four YO-59's, was made to Piper Aircraft Corporation, Lockhaven,
Pennsylvania in the amount of 312, 500.

These airplanes will be tested for liaison use with ground units. They
are beinpg procured in connection with the I.Y. 1942 Research and Development Program.

These awards are significant because they mark the entry of leading small
place commercial manufacturers into the military field. In the event that the ex-
periment should prove successful, the conversion of these companies into military
producers would substantially increase the total United States monthly output of
military aireraft.

DELIVERIES ~ SEPTEMBER 15, 194l

No heavy bompers have been delivered to the Army since the second quarter
of July. The only bomber production thus far in September consisted of 20 units of
the mediun type.

Furault acceptances continue favorable with 64 units being accepted during
the firat two quartera of September.

Service combat and trainer acceptances during the first two quarters of
September were comparable to the high production of these types in August. Accept-
ances by the Army during this period consisted of 38 service combat units and 253
trainer units.

LABOR DIFFICULTY

With Boeing out of the heavy bomber production plcture for some weeks
past, a very serious threat to the Alr Corps program has arisen in the labor con-
troversy at the Consclidated Adreraft Corporation. Although the production of this
company during the past two months has gone to Oreat Britain, it alsc holds large
Army and Navy contracta.

Work is continuing at Consolidated but the case is before the National
Defense Mediation Board. The issue is wage increase. The Intornmational Machiniats
Association has voted to strike next week. The unlon declines Lo meet with the
company unless given assurance that Consclidated's manapgement is golng to meet its

demands.

The most satisfactory gain in the status of critieal
items for the second guarter monthly report of September is that
shown by Utensil Steriliszers, with a delivery of 228, thus decreas-
ing those behind schedule from 34 to 25 percent.

Because of the scarcity of silk, The Office of Pro-
duction Management, over a month ago, ordered discontinuance of the
manufacture of silk surgical sutures except upon defense orders.
S11k sutures were approved in a conference with the Bilk Conserva-
tion Oroup as being essentially indispensable in certain types of
surgery. The above ruling leaves practitioners and eivil hospltals
in an embarrassing position, as in some instances, there is no
suitable substitute for silk. Even linen sutures and thread are
practically unobtainable at present.

Ethyl alechol is widely used in pharmaceutical prepa-
rations both as a solvent and in tinctures and with similar medicinal
substances as a vehicle., Ordinarily, the supply is plentiful for all
purposes, but at present, such large quantities are being used by the
Government that drugglsts are unable to secure thelr neceasary re-
quirements. The large producers of alcchol usually manufacture this
item from molasses which is delivered by tankers. Transportation
difficulties may complicate the situation.

It was reported under a recent date that a number of
essential drugs could not be produced because of increasing shortages
of chemicals. Some of these chemicals have found thelr way into the
hands of brokers, many in the business less than a year, and are now
offered for sale at an inerease of 100 to 400 percent. These indi-
viduals are charging exorbitant prices for commenly used chemicals
essential to the manufacture of drugs, paints, textiles, dyes and
plastics.

In the week ending September 19, the percentage of sick
within the continental limits of the United States was 3.30. There
were 3.11 percent in hospital and .19 percent in quarters.
