We have just received from our representative in . ' 
Romania the fol lowing report which I believe you will find 

of interest: 

•r spent 3 hours with Starcea, the Marshal of the court, 

in Bucharest, September 19. Starcea is a brilliant young 

man of 33, who represents one of the most distingui shed 

Romanian families. According t o Georgescu (the Romanian 

Under Secretary of State for National Economy) Starcea is 

emotional and prone to jump to conclusions without full 

knowledge. Georgescu added that Starcea is making a mistake 

in excluding people from access to King Michael, when it is 

vital that the latter meet personalities of al l persuasions 

and make as many friends as possible. In my conference with 

Starcea, he outlined the situation in Romania along tpe lines

•s tarcea made the following deductions, on the basis of 
the considerations outlined above. The depredations of the 
Russian troops could undoubtedly be controlled and they are 
not wholly due t o their entry into rich and 1civilized 1 

country for the first time from their own wasted country 
(which the Romanians helped to devastate) . The present 
Russian ~olicy is to per.nit the army to loot and pillage and 
to crush the Romanian economic system beyond redemption. 
Starvation would then stare the peasants and '10rkers in the 
face and the Government will not be able to do anything to

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ameliorat e the ensuing chaos. People will be driven to 
desperation and the Co11111U11i st Party will then accuse the 
' politicians' of being unable to cope with ~ problem and 
of being unwilling to protect the people and provide orderly 
government. In utter despair, the people will turn to the 
Communism and the Communist Party will assume power. 

"The Monarchy will be discredited as a tool of politi­
cians and plutocrats and will be abolished. Then will 
follow a ' plebiscite ' based on the Baltic States pattern 
when the vote will be 99. 99911' in favor of joining the USSR. 
My comment follows: 

1. Starcea, brilliant and successful, has lived in 
England and entered the diplomatic service as a stu~ent of 
Titelescu. Ha. served 5 years in Geneva and v1as' in the League 
Secretariat there. He is inclined to overstate matters. 

2. In overstating his case, he stresses tpe difficul­
ties with the Russians and his gloOJllY deductiQns are not 
shared entirely by Buzesti and Georgescu. The latter, though 
admittedly concerned, feel that the situation l'lith regard t o 
the Russians is ililproving. The deductions which Starcea drew 
are important to consider for be i s probably the Iing's 
closest friend and adviser.

In the stable base 

areas, into which the Japanese can penetrate at most only a 

few times a year ?!hen they organize operations on a considerable 

scale, the Communist government functions openly and f act ories 

are operated. Factory equipment is hidden if the Japanese 

invade the area. In the guerrilla areas the government is 

underground, sometime.a literally so in caves and tunnels, and 

troops usually operate only at night and in plain clothes. In 

• enemy territory Communist activit y is limited to the work of 

intelligence agents and undercover orgaliizers, raids and assas­

sinations. In some areas in •1hich the new 4th Army is operating 

there are no really stable bases. 

Equipment of the regular and guerrilla forces consists 

principally of rifles. There are usually two light machine 

guns and two grenade throwers per company, and a heayy machine 

gun and mo·rtar unit in each r egiment. Most Base (Area) Bead-

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quarters have sn artillery unit attached. The supply of 

grenades is fairly Sl!lple, but there is a serious shortage of 

Sl!lmunition. The best equipped troops have only about 40 

rounds per man and from 150 to 200 rounds per light machine 

gun. In the militia hand grenades and land mines are the 

most important weapons and old muskets and hunting euns are 

commonly used. All arms and ammunition are made locally or 

captured from the Japanese. None are supplied by the National 

Government. It is becomin6 increasingly difficult to capture 

weapons from the J apanese, although some are still being 

captured from puppet troops. Grenades and grenade dischargers 

are manufactured in considerable ouantities. Some r ifle 

ammunition can be manufactured but the ouantity is B!lall and 

the cost is very high. In early 1943 the cost of manufacturing

one rifle cartridi;e v.as about $100. OQ C!W. 

The ration varies in different areas. In the Shansi­

Chahar-Hopei Area the standard ration is 2.2 ounces of millet 

per day, plus vegetables, sal t , and oil, and about 21 pounds 

of meat per month. Rationing and accounting are regularly 

discussed at meetings of each unit. Peculation by officers 

is severely punished. The health of the troops is not parti-

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cularly good, due to lack of protein and fats and to poor 

cooking. Troops are usually able, however, to march 25 to 30 

miles a day over rough mountain terrain, carrying all equip­

ment, without losing more than a few men. 

Officers of the rank of colonel and above are usually 

old Red Army men. Officers below th~ rank of colonel are

usually promoted from the ranks aft er instruction in officers 

'tra~ning schools. 

Morale in general is very high. The troops know what 

they are fighting for and even in the dark days of 1942 there 

was no lack of confidence in the final victory of the All ies. 

The J apanese have behaved so savagely that they are deeply 

hated. Discipline iII essentials is good, and orders are 

carried out even to death. Popular support of the armed forces 

is extremely good. In the guerrilla areas ~e existence of 

the fighting units depends upon the Yihole-hearted support of 

the people and this is usual ly given.

Yarrow 

baa long been intimate with Subasic and n.s reapollllible for 

the aeries of reports which were forwarded to you last spring 

at the time of the fol'lllltian of the new Yugoslav governaent. 

•I spent llooda, evening on .the date of rq arrinl with 

. Subasic. He is Tecy llllCh concerned about future ubaasador 

to the United states. He told me that he asked Ionatantinovic 

to join his govel'lllll8Dt and the latter accepted it with 

enthusiasm. Upon arriving in London from YugoalaTia 

Ionstantincvic was _prevailed upon by SOile Serbian leaders to . 
refuse the offer. Tbereupca Subasic offered to him the post 

• 
of 8llbasaador to Washington. Ionatantincvic is reluctant to 

accept it. Iaasancvic (the llinister of the Interior) insisted 

upon receiving the post of ambassador and requested Tito to 
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plead nth Subasic to send hill as ambassador. Tito 

replied that it is up to Subusic to designate the ambas­

sador and left' it entirely to Subasic to make the decision. 

Subasic is not conte~plating the appointment of either 

i::assanovic or Gavrilovic and will let that post be vacant 

for a while until he finds the right person. I conveyed 

to Subasic the gist of the conversation I had with 

Cavendish Cannon about the inadvisability of sending a 

person as anbassador to l!ashington rho was a controversial 

figure in the politics of Americans of Yugoslav extraction 

and repeated to him verbatim the message in full regarding 

this subject as explained to me by Cavendish Cannon. Subasic 

is entirely in accord v.ith Caveneish Cannon's point of view 

and stated that he is most anxious to send a person who 

will cultivate goodwill between the United States and 

Yugoslavia and not a person v.ho will foster friction and 

strife a:!long Americans of Yugoslav extraction. Iassanovic 

is oersistent and threatened to resign if he is not sent 

as ambassador. Subesic has no int ention at present of 

acceding to Kasr.o.novic1s re<:uest.•
