Dear Mr. Garner : 

Permit me to relate the rollowi.ng matter to you and Whiob might be of interest to tbe State Department. 

I returned yesterday from Carrizo Springs where I had been in attendance on the District Court. Immediately upon ~ arriYal the Jlexioan Consul, Bhain Dominguez, called on me and iDrormed me that during my absence from Laredo Ernest Von Weriok, a naturalize~ Mexican, ha~ been here tor three days in the interest or General Cedi~o conrerring with Loa Dorador - the Gold Shirts . A spy of the Mexican OoYernaent wor king t or the Consul reports that Von ~erick showed him three letter s written in green ink signed by General Cedillo and addressed to the Presidents of Guatemala, Honduras and Salvador . Von Werick when he lett Laredo went to WoAllen where he ~at Mlcolas Rodriguez, the leader of the Gold Shirts . 

This afternoon the Consul called on me accompanied by Elieeo Ruiz Russak , a ccnt idential agent or t he Mexican Government and posing as e follower ot Cedillo , and Russak reported that Von Werick had shown him the same three letters written on Cedillo's stationary , signed by Cedillo and addressed to the Presi dents o f those Central American Republics, Russak states that in those letters Cedillo introduces Von Merick ~as a Brigadier, worth or ell hie confidence and tully cognizant ot tbe matters we have in hand. " 
Russak said that Von Merlok had lett San Antonio yesterday tor New Orleans where he will take e steamer tor Central America. 

I wish I had been in Laredo at the time. I would have s eized those letters rrom Von Weriok and sent them straight to you. It is possible that Germany and I taly are mixed up with affairs in Guatemala , Honduras, Salvador etc . 

Ot course you understand that these mtters come to my knowledge owing to my friendship and my relations wi th General Bey end the Mexican Government . I will not permit violation or the neutrality laws in my distr i ct. 

This letter requir es no answer whatever.

.l blow to so large a seglll&nt ot the tlnited states cannot 
be a matter ot indifference to the rest of the country, 

I pray you thoroforo to call a special soasion ot 
Congress at once so that steps may be speedil)• taken to 
repair t he damage and, insofar as is humanly possible, 
prevent its recurrence.

Memorandum for the President: 

Senator George has made few speeohes in the Senate, and those 
that hs makes are long, legalistio, and not easily quotable, For 
instance, in the speeeh that he made on December 13, 1937, against 
crop reduction in the AAA bill, be spoke aa tollowe: 

"So f'ar as cotto-n is concerned there is~ ot course, 8ll 

unusual surplus of cotton. ~at is our problem, The sen­
sible .ey mignt not get maQY votee, because it doee not 
make lltUCh appeal , If we WIUlted to St~Y to the Government to 
bey ontton beoause ot this unusual and abnormal eurplua 
this year, end it we put the Government in the field to bey 
it at or below the coat of production, we would be on a 
sound basis . Teke it off and let economic laws thea begill 
to function. I do not know precisely what the cost of pro­
duction is, but I know that the price o! cotton today is 
balow the cost of production , e.nd the sl.mple and easy .ey 
would be to go ill lind sey that the Gove=ent propOses to 
establish as a poliqy the purchase ot unusual surpluaee as 
long ae the prices are at or below tho cost of pr oduction. 
That we are not going to be concerned about the consequences 
ot a program of that killd , because we are not going to put 
this cotton baek on the merket, either in the to~ ot 
finiabed or ot a raw product, as long as that condition 
exists." 

'· 
"Th.at would solve our cotton problem. Este.bliab it as 

a permanent poliqy and it would solve the cotton problem. 
And you would not have to go into the Trsasury to do it. 
You would utilize the banking rssourceo of the country, and 
you would also call to our assistance the credit ot the 
Government. But the cotton itself, at the cost of production 
or below the coat of produotioa, is of more value than every 
ounce of gold owned by" t he (}overnment. And cotton alWt~Ys 
will be worth more than gold when it is purchased a.t e.nd be­
low the coat of producing it; and the banks of the country 

, 
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can take it ott: and :wi.U take it oft an4 :will carry it. 
And you have only Government oredi t back of it. You 
do not have to take a dollar out of the Federal Tr88SUXJ 
except to pa;y the coat of aciminlaterill8 the progrem. 

~I said that we muat have re~ to the l aw of supply 
and d..,.and. We have had people in this country 'IIIIo thought 
that we could disro~ that law, and they hne figured 
that it is all wroll8; and somehow that you had to abolish 
it, and they thought they could abolish it. There is a 
time element in the law of supply and demand that 111111 prop­
erly CC)II18 w1 thin the jurisdiction of the COl18r8ss . We ma;y 
i'o" the 1110018Jlt produce more than at the moment can be used 
or consumed; but , ba])Ting the tilDe element , there ia not 
~ ~ to solve the cotton problem that does not take into 
consideration the law of supply and d.l)l!18lld. 

•we ma;y flatter oursel'V'es that there is some wa;y eround 
it, but there ia not. But y,ilen we have an uneconomic con­
dition, brought about by en abno~ production, 'IIIIich ma;y 
not occur sgt1in in maDy years, mey not occur agtlin in 20 
yaara, the Govemmen.t can step in and can retire the sunplus 
from the market, as long as it buys the surplus, 1111ich h 
the disturbing rector, at the cost of production or below it.• 

2. Was;es and Bours. 

In speaking ~~inat the Wages end Hours Bill on 1u1y 29, 1937, 
Senator George epoke as J'ollows: 

"llr. President, under the tems of the bill tbe power 
ot life or death over industry is to be given to the present 
Secretary or Labor , 1'lho long ago bad the idee that the ch11- . 
dran in the South end tho people of the South were w1 tbout 
shoee, wbo long ego had the fixed end settled conviction 
that there wae no sense in having a ditferent wage in the 
same industry in the South ea compared with s11D1l ar industries 
in otber parts or the country , el though in reeding that con­
elusion the good soule .mo generally bave wr1 tten billa of 
this ki.nd seem to have closed their eyes to all the facts ot 
our economic life, They do not understand wb,y there should 
be one wage paid in the far South and another wags paid in 
closely l<ni t and thickly populated New England. They cann.ot 
llJlderstand it save on one theory, which ought to be repudiated 
by every southern man, and that i s that both our employers an4 
our employees are in the one instance w1 tbout conscience, end 
in the other instance without a l ove of l i berty and the po>~er 
to 1>rotect thGlUSol vee. • 
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"The Sec~etarr of Labor ~ administer this bill tbro~ 
labor organizations . That provision is in the bill. I am 
not going to make 811)7 asaaul t on labor organizations; I sup­
port organiz~ labor in all its leg1 tilllate endeavol!e end 
act.ivitiee; but wten it is understood that the Seoretsxy ot 
Labor IUIT 111e.rch I.J1to a department store in Atlanta or ill 
Oklahoma City or in Waco, Tex.; 'llllep 'it is understood that 
the Seoretsrr ot Labor ~ send dOliD her agents to a little 
pecking plant in southel!n Georgia or southern Mississippi 
or southern Virgi.J1i.a or North Caroline; men it is under­
stood that into everr industry in the countrr ahe m.e;y send 
her represent& thee, an4 that under the bill she m.e;y also 
send a representative ot organized labor, what sort ot a 
pi c:ture is presanted? l\1lat will the bill do to the country? 

"Suppose, let us s~. that the Secretary ot Labor should 
send lolr. J'ohn L. Lewis do'WII into a ~on plant in !forth 
Carolina; suppose, let us say, that she should send t.lr. 'Lewis 
down into a little cotton mill in Alabama or Georgia; suppose 
that she should oven send Mr. Sidna,y Hillman, a close asso­
ciate of Mr. Lewis - I em using them merely as examples -
suppose aha sholild send them into the 1!11lla and factories ot 
the South to look at the books, to examine the private corres­
pondence, to go into all the intimate details of the business, 
and to make thoee thinge publ ic in llmerice - think ot it! 

•I do not understand how max1mul!l hours and minimum wages 
~ be fixed on 8.D3" fair basis by people who all d,uring their 
existence have been fighting upon one side or the other ot e 
given issue. I am not overstating what this bil l provi des.• 

"Mr. President, I have luet one other observation to make. 
There is an observable tendency on t he part ot some of those 
expert 1n the drafting of legialation, who .have had fer 1110re 
consideration during the laat few years than they ever de­
served, and t ar more than they deserve in and of themselves -
there is evidence ot a tendency to include within the lsgis­
lati ve scheme which has been constantly developing the vast 
populations 1n the industrial oentera 1n America. I acquit 
the administration entirely ae not desiring to be unfair or 
to deal unequally w1 th agl!icul ture, but there are unmiatakable 
signs, as I havo seen them - and I have tried to 88e them fair­
ly - or an I.J1tant and purpose to bring under Washington, under 
a bureau at Washington, under an agency at W&Bhi.J1gton, with 
vast power, VirtUally unrestricted and unrestrained, t he great 
populations 1n the industrial and commercial centers.

"What does it me811? I hope I am wrong, but I think 
I have seen in it the possibility at least of controlling 
Amer1ce througb a group ot industrial and aammercial oitiea 
1n .America , 811d not the leut etfectlve meene ot control 
will be agencies at Waehington wllich possess a power ldlich 
should never be vested in any board or aay bureau, or dele­
gated by any Congress, conceding ~at Congress has all of! 
the power that is soue~>t to be given by the bill. 

"lihenever that day comes, llr. President , in one way 
or another, through these e.genoi es, and througb the power 
which may be exerted by these agencies and bureaus, it 
will be quite possible to control a .majority ot the people 
of the 1Jnited States throu8h the control ot the great Ameri­
can center& of j)Opulation. Indeed, it will be quite pos­
sible for government i n power to exert a political control 
which ought not to be desired by any party, and which can 
nevar be sat ely delegated or given by the people to any 
political party in America.• 

3. Reorsanization. 

Senator George in 1932 introduced a joint resolution authorizing 
President Hoover to reorganize the executive agencies of the Govern­
ment. In introducing the resolution Senator George spoke in the 
Senate on January 6, 1932, as follows: 

"If we are to do more than pay mere lip service to 
econo=r at this session of the Congrese, it seems to me to 
be neceeeery to confer upon the President of the 1Jnited 
States blanket authority t o consolidate off! cea and bureaus 
w1 thin the executiVe department, independent branches of 
the executive department , and wnere public service will not 
be affected tbereby, to ebolieb outright boarde, commision• 
and varioue executive services bot h in the executive deport­
ment and in the so-called independent branches.• 

When a bill wae introduced in the Sene.te tbat would have given to a. 
Democratic President the authority which Senator Gscrge advocated 
for President Hoover, Senator G.eorge did everything in his power to 
destroy it. He voted to recommit the bill, and when that was uneuc­
cesstul, he voted to defeat it. •

4 Social Security. 

Senator George I!Ubml.tted an amendment to Title U ot the Social 
Secu:l'ity Act , lllllieb eetablhbee the insurance provision tor old people. 
Under the George amendment , all people who were emplc.rod by institu­
tions or corporstions with lass than titty employees would have been 
denied the protection o:t' the Act. It the Senator bad bad his~. 
halt the people '!lho ue now receiving the protection o:t' old-age insur­
ance 110uld not have bad i t. In other words, o:t' the appro:d.me.tely 
tl!onty-one millions or ""rkere "IIIlo now, under the provisions ot the 
Social Security Act , can look forward to reaching the age o:t' 65 with 
the eesurance that at that time the Federal Gove:mllllent will proYide 
tunde to help theJO in tlleir old age, appro:d.me.tely t1m end e belt 
million would have been denied t his protection by Senator George ' s 
proposed amendment . 

~~en the George amendment was defeated 1n the Senate , Senator 
Hastings ot Delaware proposed an l!lllendment wbich would have struck 
out entirely all provisions securing old-age p~ents. Senator George 
voted tor this amendment ; but attar this senclrnent, e.a well as his 
own, bad been defeated overwhelmingly, he voted tor the bill. 

5 . Relief and "Housing. 

In March 1935, Sonetor George voted to cut t he relief bill 1n halt­
frOIIl tour billion dollars to two billion. I n J uno 1937 be voted to r e­
duce tbe amount of money f or relief and at the eame. time voted to 
require the states and local governments to matcll the money :!'rom ~he 
WPA with 25\i\ trom local fUnds . When that "'"s unsuccesstul , he voted 
for the amendment requiring a 4~ conttibution from local sources. 
Agein i n February, 1938, he spoke end voted for an amendment to the 
r el ief bill which would have forced t he communities to put up 2~ o:t' 
the funds used for relief . 

I n June 1936, Senator George votsd against t he Wegner Hous i ng Bill. 
Ill 1937 be proposed an amendment wbich would bsve l~ted the housi ng 
act to three years. When this was voted doWil, the Senator voted against 
the bill e.nt1rely. 

In 1934 Senator George spoke and voted against bills which would 
have taxed the wealthy in order to :provide neceesary tunda . In June 1936 
h.e spoke against an amendment to the Revenue Act for taxtng undistributed 
profits, and submitted a report opposing undistribut ed profit s tax. ·

~cactus Jack' emerges as 

administration kingpin 
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Millard's Mansion 

T HIS is the modest home of Senator Millard Tydings, 
alleged "great friend of the farmer." It has 26 rooms, 

a 10-car garage, ten tenant houses and 535 acres of farm­
land. Nine servants are employed in the dwelling-house 
alone. 

Leading to the mansion is a WPA road, built with $7,200 
of Government funds from a relief bill against which 
"Milord" voted. "Milord" claims the road is public, but he 
keeps a large sign warning visitors to keep out. He also 
has tried to get the Government to dredge a yacht .:hannel 
from the WPA yacht basin in front of his town house to the 
dock in front of his country house. 

Tho Tydings Mansion was built for James L. Breese by Stanford White, famous architect, 
later murdered by Harry K. Thaw. Evelyn Nesbitt, the actress, over whom they quarreled, 
attended many gay parties here. Another famous actress, Libby Holman, took refuge here 
when awaiting trial in connection with the death of her husband, heir to the Reynolds tobacco 
millions. 

Tho house got a reputation for bad luck, and Commodore Leonard Richards, a duPont 
executive, having acquired it from Breese, sold it. Millard moved in when he married the former 
Mrs. Thomas Cbeeseborough, stepdaughter of Mrs. Marjorie Post Close Hutton Davies, the Post 
Toasties heiress and aunt of Barbara Hutton.
