I am deeply touched by the privilege I have bere today of paying tribute at 

this annual ~emorial service of the Roosevelt Home Club to the memory of Frark1in 

Roosevelt. 

I am also som~lhat awed by the task of talking about the greatest mnn of our 

generation to members of tie f~ily and life-long friends who bad opportunities to 

know him much more extensively than I ever had. Eut at l eas t I spoak as one who 

had tho privilege of serving with him for ma~ years, and as ono who followed him 

gladly in the peaceful revolution of which he was tho leader in his first two 

terms in the Presidency. and later during the war which shook tho earth. 

Hyde Park 1s the mecca today of tens of thousands of people, citizens of this 

country and of other lands the wide world over. These people, plain people and 

great, who loved and followed Franklin Roosevelt in his lifet ime , are drawn hore by 

the .ysterious bond by which he drew them to h~ in his lifetimo , and which still 

existill. 

Hcre at Hyde Park, amid the familiar scenes he knew so long and co well, we 

are privileged to sense something of the spirit of Franklin Roosevelt. Here are 

the places he loved above all other -- this rose garden, this home, these rolling 

acres and maJestic trees, the views of the broad and tranquil Hudson, and all the 

favorite spots which had a special ~eaning for him . Here grew and ripened those 

qualities of mind and heart which stood him - and the whole Nation - in good stead 

aa there came to him the tremendous responsibilities first of national leadership 

and then of world leadership, 

As human as he was, and with his sharp sense of history , he was aware of his 

iapact on tbe national and world scen~s. He must bave been proud of his many great 
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But the OO$t precious victories he von were those 'he won here. The 

~~pport that he valued cost highly was t hat of his neighbors. The faith and 

friendship that resulted in the formation of the Roosevelt Bo~e Club no doubt was 

one of the really imoortant things in his life. 

He relisbed the victory celebrations and the torchlight processions of thi s 

Club with that great capacity for relishment which nc possessed. Be must have 

been deeply touched, too , by the idea of fighting infantile paralysis in his name 

which originated with tbis group and which was taken up by othero through the 

lengtb apd breadth of the Nation. 

The word "neighbor" always bad a special meaning for Franklin Roosevelt - a 

meaning wbien grew out of bis life-long associations witb his friends here at Byde j 

Park and in Dutchess County. 

Many of you are bere today, carrying on associations formed in the Roosevelt 

Bo~e Club , or otherwise . during the spirited years of the thirties and early 

forties wben COJ:lmon strlluJ es and coltIIlon victories brougbt a feeling of genuine 

kinsbip. It ie interesting to recall how t bose warm , neighborly relations here 

became , through the spirit of Franklin Roosevelt , tbe pattern for a whole sories 

of widening relationships. 

The "fireside chat" , which infor~cd and reassured the American people in many 

a day of crisis , was a talk to ~vde Park neighbors _ on a nationa! scale . 

The "Good Heighbor Policy". which reoriented the United States diplomacy 

throughout the western bemisphere , carried into internatior~ relat ionships tbe 

spirit of the simyle. homely neighborliness which the President learned fro~ boy-

hood onward in Dutchess County . This spirit was based upon mutual understanding 

and through such understanding , a sympathetic appreciation of another's viewpoint. 
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on a world scale, this sace neighborly outlook ran through his thinking. 

froc the caution of a ~~rantlneft to the magnificent conception of the United 

Bations. 

"Ve are all of us children of the earth" be wrote in 1944 on tbe eve of the 

BormandT Invasion. "I! our brothers are oppressed, then wa are oppressed . If 

they blDger , we m1nger . If their freedo~ 1s taken av~. our freedom 1s not 

secure". This spirit of the neighborliness, tbis Bonse of the brotherhood of 

mankind , was an inherent part of iTanklin Roosevelt's nature . 

In looking at the manifold problems of today both at home and abroad , two 

are forc=olt in my thinking. One 1s the continuation of bumanlty'a l ong struggle 

for peace in the world . and the other 1s the fulfilment of our age-long ideal for 

democratic aociety in which all o~people participate equally . 

To men7, the progrese ve have ~ade in reacbin& these objectives has been 

discouragingly slaw. 

Although I mention them as two problems, in actuality , I believe that tbey 

are but ~ifferent facets of the same problem the solution of which will COQe from 

meking the spirit of "neighborliness" a living force in the world. 

Pranklin Roosevelt realized this when he warned us that "if civilization ia 

to ~ive, ve must cultivate the science of human relationships - t~o abi11ty of 

all peopl es , of all kinds, to 11ve totether and work together 1n the same world at 

peace." 

In the Unite~ Nations, which he did so cuch to build , Franklin Roosevelt saw 

an opportunity to take a l ong step forward "in cultivating the science of human 

relationships." , 
In thinking of man's attempts to make "neighborliness" a reality I often 

think. as I am ~o many of you have. of the crucial period in the history of our 
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• 

country vhen the United States was an infant organization compoGed of States 

Jealous of their sovereignty and power, frequently quarrelling , and SUS9iclous of 

each other. Yet a union was formed and a Constitution established tlhich despite 

its imperfections at the time becaJlle a unifyi ng force for a great !Tation. 

AlthQuGh the f irst faltering steps of the United Nations have not taken us 

to our goal, we would not be true to the he r itage he left us if we let our foars 

and discouragements destroy t he ideal for which he gave so much of himself - if 

we did not heed his admonition that ~the only limit to our realization of tomo rrow 

will be our doubts of today.K 

It is faith in the f uture and our concern for our children , and our children's 

children , tbat ~st lead us to build the United Nations as an organization strong 

enough and able enough to secure the future for them and other children of the 

world. 

We must move forward to strong and democratic wo~~d organization, and we must 

continue to move forward to a healthy and strong dcoocracy in our own land. 

Somewhat slowly and hesitantly we are moving back the dark frontiers of 

superstition and prejudice which ~ust be conquered if we are to l ive in an America 

in which all our fellow citizens have equal rights to life , liberty and tne pur-

suit of happiness. 

Franklin Roosevelt 1s love of people and his faith 1n them, was strengthened 

by bis love of nature and the land. This , tOOl grew naturally out of his 

experience at Hyde Park. His fat~er tauGht hie the great enjoyment of country 

life . and the responsibility that i s owed to the land. Be took an exceptionally 

ke~n 'nterest in the trees and the crops and the weather and loved to spend as 

much tlme out-of-doors as he could . There grew in him a profound appreciation of 
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value of America's natural resources of solI , timber , minerals and 

water. 

With his vast comprehension and diversified interest in many activities , 

Franklin P~osevelt never lost the realization that the tbings in which he was 

interested were ~ortant not for themselves , but because they were rela ted to 

people and the wants and desires of people. 

In the field of natural resources, there are many who seem to considor the 

conservation of water, soils and forests, an' end in itself. ]ut to Franklin 

Roosevelt, resources wore nevor unrelated to poople, their needs, their hopes and 

thoir future. The planting of trees, the contour plowing of soil to prevent 

erosion , the protection of wilderness areas - these and other conservation 

measures were never more effectively pushed forward than by Franklin Roosevelt -

but tbese things were dono so that the people of our country _ we and those who 

come afterwards - would enjoy greater abundance and socurity . 

One of Franklin Roosevelt's first great achievements as President was to 

tackle, during the disastrous depression, the physical rehabilitation of the 

country . This meant launching a winning fight against the forces which fer 

generations had been upsetting the balance between the people of the United States 

and their natural environoent. 

The President's bold actions to meet these forces galvanized the will of the 

Nation . Franklin Roosevelt not only knew himself what so urgently needed to be 

dene , but the Nation was able to learn the conservation lesson from him . Tho 

great conservation measures he fathered gave an impetus to the cause of consorva-

tion which continues as a vital force tedS¥ . 
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This lesson of conservation, so close to the heart of Franklin Roosevelt, is 

one which our Democracy must never allow itself to forget . 

America's wealth is not measured in doll ars , but in peopl e , in land. water, 

minerals, and forests. 

Althou,gb some of our resourees are beeoming exbausted , we still bave enough 

resources to last. if we use them wisely and well . and if we apply to our resource 

problems of to~ the ~agination. courage and forelight that vas characteriotic 

of Franklin Roosevelt. 

Bis was never the negative approach nor did he waste his energy In lamenting 

the difficulties of a situation. In conservation and resouree development, as 

well as in other fields , he was eonvinced that if we tackled our problems boldly 

and constructively , solutions would be found. 

Franklin Roosevelt always recognized that men and nature oust work hand In 

hand, and that the throwing out of balance of nature's resources throws out of 

balance also the lives of men . The restoration of nature's proper balance tends 

also to reotore the balance of men 's l ives , strengthening their occupations. their 

morale , and their self-respect in a Democracy. It nourishes that conseiousne •• of 

the people and the l and so veIl expressed in Roosevelt's phrase I quoted a moment 

ago - "We are all of us children of the earth . 11 

It is this spirit which is communicated to us in one of its highest forml in 

just such places as ~de Park with its serono countryzide and historic associations . 

In developing our Nation we must make certain that the great places of America, 

those national parks and historic sites which communicate most fully to us our 

understanding of nature and history, are preserved unimpai r ed for the continuing 

• 
inspiration of present and future generationl. • 

• 
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Our physical greatness, based on natural resources, must be matched by a moral 

and intellectual greatness nourished by the grandeur of unspoiled wilderness and 

by the living associations of historic sites adequately protected in their natural 

setting. 

70r bis leadership, his courage and his vision, for all that he gave this 

Hation and the world, 7rank1in Roosevelt has taken bis place among tbo Titans of 

bistory. The question is wbether we shall p rove worthy of the leadersbip be so 

generously gave us and by our actions and our deeds carry on in his spirit toward 

tbe great objectives set for us . It is our duty here on this day to dedicate 

ourselves to deepcnin~ our understandi~ of his spirit, and strengthening our 

dete~ination to achieve his objectives. 

~e Park is now a national bistoric site, a memorial to bis greatness, and 

one for which we ma¥ be eternally grateful. Thi. rose garden in which he lie. is 

hallowed by tbe love and affection of millions of people. Here is a well-spring 

froll vl!1ch men and women will draw ir.spiration so long as brotherbood bas azq 

meanlnt;, so long as faith in the ultimate good of u:!UlktDd has ;my verity.
